	2. EDUCATİON AND CULTURE


Methodological explanations

Pre-school educational institutions-   Preschool educational institutions are educational institutions that provide education, mental, physical, spiritual development and preparation for general education of preschool children in accordance with the state standards of preschool education.

 Children attending pre-school educational institutions comprise number of children under school age included in the list compiled at the beginning of the year.

General educational institutions-are educational institutions with all three levels of general education. The general education level covers the per-school stage, primary, general secondary and completed secondary education.

     Persons graduating from general education institutions at the general secondary and completed secondary levels of general education shall be issued a certificate of general secondary education and a certificate of completed secondary education in accordance with the procedure established by the body (institution) determined by the relevant executive authority.

Vocational educational institutions (vocational schools, vocational lyceums and vocational training center) - provides the training of skilled cadres on various arts and mass professions on the basis of general secondary education and full secondary education in accordance with the needs of the labor market. 

Secondary specialized educational institutions (colleges) Secondary specialized education provides the training of a specialist in the field of special secondary education for different fields of special secondary education and general secondary education based on the needs of the society and the labor market. 

Number of students attending educational institutions covers students attending general educational institutions, secondary specialized and primary vocational educational institutions and registered as of the beginning of the school year.

Admission to educational institutions is an indicator of the number of persons admitting to educational institutions in the academic year. The number of admission does not include persons who had to repeat the training course due to some reasons as well as number of persons who previously dropped out and then returned.

Graduates of the educational institutions include number of persons completed training course in educational institutions. Graduates of completed secondary general schools (gymnasiums, lyceums) receive a school-leaving certificate that enable them to enter institutions of higher education as well as primary vocational educational schools and secondary specialized educational schools. Persons graduated secondary specialized educational institutions receive diploma. 
Public libraries – libraries with library funds satisfying public requirements of all levels of population for literature without any restrictions by education, specialty level, religious conviction and other characteristics.

              Clubs - cultural and educational institutions consist of clubs, culture homes, art centers, teacher’s houses and houses of artists, free time centers, auto clubs and etc., which organize free time of population, activity of amateur folk art collectives and other club type formations. 

Professional theatres – creative collectives of dramatic art with professional troupe which are considered legal entity. They include opera and ballet, musical comedy (operetta), dramatic, child and young people’s theatres and puppet shows.

 Number of attendees of cultural and art institutions – indicator reflecting number of audience in theatrical performances, concerts and other performances.
